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Gorham‘s Disease [Vanishing Bone Disease] -A case report. 
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Abstract: Gorham’s disease is a very rare disorder characterized by uncontrolled destructive 
proliferation of vascular or lymphatic capillaries within bone and the surrounding soft tissues. 
Gorham’s disease is characterized by proliferation of vascular channels that result in destruction 
and resorption of osseous matrix. Since the initial description of the disease, fifty years have 
elapsed but still the precise etiology of Gorham’s disease remains poorly understood and largely 
unknown. 
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
